The Issuer is subject to the following key risks:

Credit risk: The risk of losses because debtors fail to meet all or part of their payment obligations to the
Group. Credit risk includes counterparty credit risk. Counterparty credit risk arises as a combination of credit
risk (a deterioration in the creditworthiness of a counterparty) and market risk (the potential value of
derivatives contracts). Danske Bank Group takes on counterparty credit risk when it enters into derivatives
transactions (interest rate, foreign exchange, equity and credit contracts) and securities -financing

transactions.

Market risk: The risk of losses or gains caused by changes in the market values of the Group's financial assets,
liabilities and off-balance-sheet items resulting from changes in market prices or rates.
