Emittenten &r foremal for ett antal intressekonflikter mellan sina egna intressen och Vardepappersinnehavares intressen,
inklusive: (a) nar det galler att gora vissa berékningar och faststéllelser kan det finnas en skillnad i intresse mellan
investerarna och Emittenten, (b) i den ordinarie verksamheten kan Emittenten (eller ett dotterforetag) genomfora
transaktioner for egen rakning, kan agera som medlem i en marknadsfaststallandekommitté och kan inga
hedgningstransaktioner avseende Vardepapperen eller relaterade derivat, vilket kan paverka marknadskursen, likviditeten
eller vardet pd Vardepapperen, (c) Emittenten (eller ett dotterforetag) kan ha konfidentiell information om den
Underliggande Tillgdngen eller andra derivatinstrument som ar relaterade till dessa, men som Emittenten inte &r skyldig
(och kan vara juridiskt forbjuden) att avsldja.
