What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?

The Issuer is subject to the following key risks:




Liquidity risk arising from potential inability to borrow or access the capital markets on suitably favourable terms (including
due to adverse changes in its credit ratings) or to sell its assets. This may also arise from increased liquidity costs. CS
relies significantly on its deposit base for funding, which may not continue to be a stable source of funding over time.

Risks arising from the suspension and ongoing liquidation of certain supply chain finance funds and the failure of a US-
based hedge fund to meet its margin commitments (and CS’s exit from its positions relating thereto), in respect of which
a number of regulatory and other inquiries, investigations and actions have been initiated or are being considered. In
addition, there are risks arising from the impact of market fluctuations and volatility on CS’s investment activities (against
which its hedging strategies may not prove effective). The spread of COVID-19 and resulting government controls and
containment measures implemented around the world have caused severe disruption to global supply chains, labour
markets and economic activity, which have contributed to rising inflationary pressure and a spike in market volatility. The
withdrawal of emergency monetary policies and liquidity support measures put in place by central banks during earlier
stages of the COVID-19 pandemic may negatively affect economic growth and adversely effect CS’s businesses,
operations and financial performance. The spread of COVID-19 is continuing to have an adverse impact on the global
economy, the severity and duration of which is difficult to predict. The COVID-19 pandemic has significantly impacted,
and may continue to adversely affect, CS’s credit loss estimates, mark-to-market losses, trading revenues, net interest
income and potential goodwill assessments, and may also adversely affect CS’s ability to successfully realise its strategic
objectives and goals. CS is also exposed to other unfavourable economic, monetary, political, legal, regulatory and other
developments in the countries in which it operates (as well as countries in which CS does not currently conduct business),
including the escalating conflict between Russia and Ukraine, as a result of which the United States, European Union,
United Kingdom and other countries have imposed, and may further impose, financial and economic sanctions and export
controls targeting certain Russian entities and/or individuals (such that CS may face restrictions (including any Russian
countermeasures) on engaging with certain consumer and/or institutional businesses), and which could lead to regional
and/or global instability, as well as adversely affect commodity and other financial markets or economic conditions. In
addition, there are uncertainties regarding the discontinuation of benchmark rates. CS’s significant positions in the real
estate sector, and other large and concentrated positions, can also expose it to larger losses. Many of these market risk
factors, including the impact of COVID-19, may increase other risks, including CS’s credit risk exposures, which exist
across a large variety of transactions and counterparties and in respect of which it may have inaccurate or incomplete
information. These are exacerbated by adverse economic conditions and market volatility, including as a result of any
defaults by large financial institutions (or any concerns relating thereto).

On 27 October 2022, CS announced a comprehensive new strategic direction and significant changes to its structure
and organisation. CS’s goals, its strategy for implementing them, and the completion of the announced measures are
based on a number of key assumptions, including in relation to the future economic environment and the economic
growth of certain geographic regions, the regulatory landscape, its ability to meet certain financial goals, and the
confidence of clients, counterparties, employees and other stakeholders, including regulatory authorities, in this strategy
and in CS’s ability to implement it. If CS is unable to implement its strategy successfully in whole or in part, or should the
strategic initiatives once implemented fail to produce the expected benefits, CS’s financial results and its share price may
be materially and adversely affected. CS’s proposed goals may also increase its exposure to certain risks, including but
not limited to credit risks, market risks, liquidity risks, operational risks and regulatory risks, and such risks may evolve in
a way that is not under CS'’s control or entirely possible to predict. CS’s strategy involves exiting certain businesses, and
CS anticipates that revenues and income for the Investment Bank in particular will be materially reduced as a result. CS’s
ability to attract and retain clients, as well as its ability to hire and retain highly qualified employees, also may be adversely
affected by these changes. CS anticipates that the implementation of its strategy may result in further impairments and
write-downs, including in relation to goodwill and the revaluation of its deferred tax assets, which may have a material
adverse effect on its results of operations and financial condition. In addition, implementing certain measures will entail
the incurrence of significant restructuring expenses, including software and real estate impairments, estimated to be on
the order of CHF 2.9 billion through the end of 2024, although they could exceed this level.

Country, regional and political risk in the regions in which CS has clients or counterparties, which may affect their ability
to perform their obligations to CS. In part because an element of CS’s strategy is to increase CS’s wealth management
businesses in emerging market countries, it may face increased exposure to economic, financial and political disruptions
in those countries, which could result in significant losses. Related fluctuations in exchange rates for currencies
(particularly for the US dollar) may also adversely affect CS.

A wide variety of operational risks arising from inadequate or failed internal processes, people, systems or from external
events, including breaches of cyber-security and other failures of information technology. CS relies heavily on financial,
accounting and other data processing systems, which are varied and complex, and may face additional technology risks
due to the global nature of its operations. CS is thereby exposed to risks arising from human error, negligence, employee
misconduct (including errors in judgement, fraud, malice, and/or engaging in violations of applicable laws, rules, policies
or procedures), accidental technology failure, cyber-attack and information or security breaches. This also exposes CS
to risk from non-compliance with existing policies or regulations. Protecting against threats to CS’s cyber- security and
data protection systems requires significant financial and human resources. Cybersecurity risks have also significantly
increased in recent years in part due to the growing number and increasingly sophisticated activities of malicious cyber
actors. The ongoing global COVID-19 pandemic has increased the vulnerability and likelihood of damage to CS’s
information technology systems as a result of a cybersecurity incident because of the wide-scale and prolonged shift to
remote working for CS’s employees and the increased reliance by CS’s customers on remote (digital) banking services.
CS’s existing risk management procedures and policies may not be fully effective in mitigating its risk exposures in all
economic market environments or against all types of risk, including risks that CS fails to identify, anticipate or mitigate,
in whole or in part, which may result in unexpected, material losses. In addition, inadequacies or lapses in CS’s risk
management procedures, policies, tools, metrics and modelling can require significant resources and time to remediate,




lead to non-compliance with laws, rules and regulations and attract heightened regulatory scrutiny, exposing CS to
regulatory investigations or legal proceedings and subjecting it to litigation or regulatory fines, penalties or other
sanctions, or capital surcharges or add-ons, as well as reputational damage. Moreover, CS’s actual results may differ
materially from its estimates and valuations, which are based upon judgement and available information and rely on
predictive models and processes. The same is true of CS’s accounting treatment of off- balance sheet entities, including
special purpose entities, which requires it to exercise significant management judgement in applying accounting
standards; these standards (and their interpretation) have changed and may continue to change. In addition, physical
and transition climate risks could have a financial impact on CS either directly, through its physical assets, costs and
operations, or indirectly, through its financial relationships with its clients. Given the growing volume of nascent climate
and sustainability-related laws, rules and regulations, increasing demand from various stakeholders for environmentally
sustainable products and services and regulatory scrutiny, CS may be subject to increasing litigation, enforcement and
contract liability risks in connection with climate change, environmental degradation and other environmental social and
governance related issues.

6. CS’s exposure to legal risks is significant and difficult to predict and the volume and amount of damages claimed in
litigation, regulatory proceedings and other adversarial proceedings against financial services firms continues to increase
in many of the principal markets in which CS operates. CS’s business is highly regulated, and existing, new or changed
laws, rules and regulations (including in relation to sanctions) and monetary policy applicable to CS (as well as regulations
and changes in enforcement practices applicable to its clients) may adversely affect its business and ability to execute
its strategic plans and increase costs, as well as impact the demand from clients for CS’s services. Moreover, CS'’s ability
to attract and retain customers, clients, investors and employees, and conduct business transactions with its
counterparties, could be adversely affected to the extent its reputation is damaged, which could arise from various
sources, including if its procedures and controls fail (or appear to fail). In addition, Swiss resolution proceedings may
affect CS’s shareholders and creditors.

7. CS faces intense competition in all financial services markets, which has increased as a result of consolidation, as well
as new and emerging technologies (including trends towards direct access to automated and electronic markets, robo-
advising, digital assets and the move to more automated trading platforms). New technologies, such as cryptocurrency
and blockchain, may disrupt the financial services industry and require CS to commit further resources to adapt its
products and services.

Vilka nyckelrisker ar specifika for Emittenten?

Emittenten ar foremal for foljande nyckelrisker:

1.

Likviditetsrisk till foljd av potentiell oférmaga att I&na eller fa tillgang till kapitalmarknaderna pa lampliga gynnsamma
villkor (inklusive pa grund av negativa varderingar i kreditvardigheten) eller att sélja dess tillgdngar. Detta kan ocksa bero
pa okade likviditetskostnader. CS forlitar sig vasentligt pa sin insattningsbas for finansiering, som kanske inte fortsatter
att vara en stabil finansieringskalla 6ver tid.

Risker till foljd av avstangning och pagdende avveckling av vissa finansieringsfonder i forsérjningskedjan och
misslyckandet hos en USA-baserad hedgefond att méta dess marginalataganden (och CS:s uttrade ur sina positioner
relaterade till detta), i friga om vilka ett antal regulatoriska och andra forfragningar, utredningar och atgarder har inletts
eller overvags. Vidare finns det risker till folid av effekterna av marknadssvangningar och volatilitet pd CS:s
investeringsverksamhet (mot vilka dess hedgningsstrategier kanske inte visar sig vara effektiva). Spridningen av COVID-
19 och de resulterande strikta statliga kontrollerna och begransningsatgarderna implementerade varlden éver har
fororsakat allvarliga stérningar i globala férsérjningsled, arbetsmarknaden och ekonomiska aktiviteter vilket har bidragit
till 6kat inflationstryck samt vasentligt 6kad volatilitet i marknaden. Tillbakadragandet av akuta penningpolitiska atgarder
och likviditetsstodjande atgarder som vidtagits av varldens centralbanker under tidigare skeden av COVID-19-pandemin
kan komma att negativt paverka den ekonomiska tillvaxten och negativt paverka CS:s affarer, verksamhet och finansiella
resultat. Spridningen av COVID-19 fortsatter att ha en negativ inverkan pa den globala ekonomin, dar dess
svarighetsgrad och tidsutdrakt ar svér att férutse. Detta har negativt paverkat och kan komma att fortsatta att negativt
paverka CS:s kreditforluster, marknadsvarderingsforluster, handelsintakter, nettoranteintakter och potentiella
beddomningar av goodwill-poster, liksom aven CS:s formaga att forverkliga sina strategiska malsattningar. CS ar ocksa
exponerad mot andra ogynnsamma ekonomiska, monetéra, politiska, legala, regulatoriska och andra utvecklingar i de
lander dér de verkar (liksom lander dar CS for narvarande inte bedriver verksamhet), inklusive den eskalerande konflikten
mellan Ryssland och Ukraina, som ett resultat av vilket USA, Europeiska Unionen, Storbritannien och andra lander har
infort, och kan komma att fortsatta infora, finansiella och ekonomiska sanktioner och exportbegransningar riktade mot
vissa ryska entiteter och/eller individer (s att CS kan moéta restriktioner (inklusive eventuella ryska mot-atgarder) genom
att interagera med vissa konsumenter och/eller institutionella féretag), och som kan leda till regional och/eller global
instabilitet, samt negativt paverka ravaru- och andra finansiella marknader eller ekonomiska férhallanden. Dessutom
rader osakerhet kring avvecklingen av referensrantor. CS:s betydande positioner inom fastighetssektorn — och andra
stora koncentrerade positioner — kan ocksa utsatta CS for storre forluster. Manga av dessa marknadsriskfaktorer,
inklusive inverkan av COVID-19, kan 6ka andra risker, inklusive CS:s kreditriskexponeringar, som finns i en stor mangd
olika transaktioner och motparter och for vilkka de kan ha felaktig eller ofullstandig information. Dessa forvarras av
ogynnsamma ekonomiska forhallanden och marknadsvolatilitet, inklusive till folid av eventuella brister fran stora
finansiella institutioner (eller eventuella problem relaterade darmed).

Den 27 oktober presenterade CS en omfattande ny strategisk inriktning och betydande férandringar av sin verksamhet
och organisation. CS:s mal, dess strategi for att uppna dem och genomférandet av de presenterade atgarderna bygger
pa ett antal viktiga antaganden, bland annat avseende den framtida ekonomiska miljon och den ekonomiska tillvaxten i
vissa geografiska regioner, det regulatoriska omradet, dess férmaga att uppna vissa finansiella mal samt intressen hos
kunder, motparter, anstéllda och andra intressenter inklusive tillsynsmyndigheter, fortroende fér denna strategi och CS:s
formaga att genomféra den. Om CS inte lyckas genomféra sin strategi pa ett framgangsrikt satt, helt eller delvis, eller om
de strategiska initiativen nar de val har genomforts inte skulle ge de férvantade resultaten, kan CS:s finansiella resultat
och aktiekurs paverkas pa ett vasentligt och negativt satt. CS:s foreslagna mal kan ocksa 6ka dess exponering for vissa
risker, inklusive men inte begransat till kreditrisker, marknadsrisker, likviditetsrisker, operativa risker och regulatoriska
risker. Riskerna kan utvecklas pa ett satt som inte &r under CS:s kontroll eller pa ett satt som inte &r mojligt att forutse.
CS:s strategi innebar avveckling av vissa verksamheter och CS réaknar med att intdkterna och inkomsterna som avser
Investment Banking-verksamheten kommer att minska vasentligt till foljd av detta. CS:s forméaga att attrahera och behalla
kunder, liksom dess forméaga att anstélla och behélla kvalificerade medarbetare kan ocksé péverkas negativt av dessa
forandringar. CS raknar med att genomférandet av dess strategi kan leda till ytterligare nedskrivningar och avskrivningar,
bland annat i samband med goodwill och omvardering av uppskjutna skattefordringar, vilket kan ha en vasentligt negativ
inverkan pa dess resultat och finansiella stéllning. Dessutom kommer genomférandet av vissa atgarder att medfora
betydande omstruktureringskostnader inklusive nedskrivningar av mjukvara och fastigheter, som beraknas uppga till
omkring 2,9 miljarder CHF fram till slutet av 2024, men kan &ven komma att éverstiga denna summa.




4. Lands-, regional- och politisk risk i de regioner déar CS har klienter eller motparter, vilket kan paverka deras foérmaga att
fullgora sina skyldigheter gentemot CS. Delvis pa grund av att ett led i CS:s strategi &r att 6ka CS:s private banking-
verksamhet i tillvaxtmarknadslander, kan det méta 6kad exponering for ekonomisk, finansiell och politisk instabilitet i
dessa lander, vilket kan resultera i betydande forluster. Relaterade fluktuationer i valutakurser for valutor (sarskilt for den
amerikanska dollarn) kan ocksa negativt paverka CS.

5. En maéngd olika operativa risker till foljd av otillrdckliga eller misslyckade interna processer, personer, system eller fran
externa handelser, inklusive cybersakerhet och annan informationsteknologi. CS forlitar sig starkt pa finansiella,
redovisnings- och andra databehandlingssystem, som &r varierande och komplexa, och kan mota ytterligare
teknologirelaterade risker pa grund av den globala karaktaren i dess verksamheter. CS ar darmed exponerad mot risker
som uppstar till foljd av manskliga misstag, forsumlighet, anstalldas tjanstefel (inklusive felaktiga bedomningar, bedrageri,
missbruk och/eller deltagande i dvertradelser av tillampliga lagar, regler, policyer eller férfaranden), oavsiktliga teknikfel,
cyber-attacker och informations- eller sékerhetsbrott. Detta exponerar &ven CS mot risker hanforliga till bristande
efterlevnad av befintliga policyer eller regleringar. Skydd mot hot riktade mot CS:s cybersakerhets- och
dataskyddssystem kraver omfattande finansiella och personella resurser. Cybersakerhetsrisker har tkat avsevart de
senaste aren, delvis pa grund av det 6kade antalet och alltmer sofistikerade aktiviteterna av illvilliga cyberaktorer. Den
pagdende globala COVID-19-pandemin har o©kat sarbarheten och sannolikheten for skada pa CS:s
informationsteknologiska system, som ett resultat av en cybersékerhetsincident till féljd av den storskaliga och langvariga
6vergangen till distansarbete fér CS:s anstéllda och det 6kade beroendet fran CS:s kunder pa digitala banktjanster. CS:s
befintliga riskhanteringsférfaranden och policyer kanske inte alltid ar fullt effektiva mot att minimera sin risk i alla
ekonomiska klimat eller mot alla typer av risker, inklusive risker som CS misslyckas med att identifiera, forutse eller
begrénsa, helt eller delvis, vilket kan resultera i ovantade materiella forluster. Dessutom kan otillrdckligheter eller brister
i CS:s riskhanteringsforfaranden, policyer, verktyg, statistik och modellering kréva omfattande resurser och tid for att
atgarda, resultera i bristande efterlevnad av lagar, regel och regelverk samt leda till en férhojd regulatorisk granskning,
vilket exponerar CS mot regulatoriska utredningar eller réattsliga forfaranden och utsatter CS for tvister eller regulatoriska
boter, straff eller andra sanktioner, kapitalpaslag eller tillagg samt skada pa sitt rykte. Dessutom kan CS:s faktiska resultat
skilja sig vasentligt fran dess uppskattningar och varderingar som bygger p& bedémning och tillganglig information och
forlitar sig pa& férutsagbara modeller och processer. Detsamma galler fér CS:s redovisningsbehandling av dotterbolag
utanfor balansrakningen, inklusive dotterbolag for sarskilda andamdl, som kraver att det utévar betydande
ledningsbeddmning vid tillampningen av redovisningsstandarder. Dessa standarder (och deras tolkning) har férandrats
och kan fortsatta att forandras. Vidare kan fysiska och klimatévergangsrisker ha en negativ finansiell paverkan pa CS,
antingen direkt genom sina fysiska tillgangar, kostnader och verksamhet, eller indirekt genom sina finansiella relationer
med sina kunder. Givet det 6kande antalet av begynnande klimat- och hallbarshetsrelaterade lagar, regler och regelverk,
den okande efterfrdgan fran diverse aktiedgare p& miljoméassigt hallbara produkter och tjanster och pa regulatorisk
granskning, kan CS bli utsatta for ett 6kat antal rattsliga tvister samt verkstallighets- och ansvarsavtalsrisker i samband
med Klimatforandringar, miljéforstoring och andra miljorelaterade sociala och styrelserelaterade fragor.

6. CS:s exponering mot juridiska risker &r betydande och svar att férutse och volymen och antalet skador som kan krévas
i tvister, lagstiftningsférfaranden och andra motsattningar mot finansiella tjansteforetag fortsatter att 6ka pd manga av de
viktigaste marknaderna dar CS ar verksamt. CS:s verksamhetsomrade ar mycket reglerat och befintliga, nya eller
forandrade lagar, regler och regelverk (inklusive i relation till sanktioner) och monetara policyer som &r tillampliga p4 CS
(samt regler och forandringar i tillampningspraxis som géller for sina kunder) kan paverka dess verksamhet och formaga
att genomfora sina strategiska planer och 6ka kostnaderna, samt paverka efterfragan fran kunder for CS:s tjanster.
Dessutom kan CS:s formaga att attrahera och behdlla kunder, Kklienter, investerare och anstéllda och att utfora
transaktioner med sina motparter paverkas i sddan utstrackning att dess rykte tar skada, vilket kan handa av flera olika
anledningar, inklusive om dess forfaranden och kontroller misslyckas (eller verkar misslyckas). Dessutom kan
schweiziska upplosningsforfaranden paverka CS:s aktieagare och borgenarer.

7. CS starinfor intensiv konkurrens pa alla marknader for finansiella tjanster, som har 6kat till féljd av konsolidering, liksom
ny och framvéxande teknologi (inklusive trender mot direkt tillgang till automatiserade och elektroniska marknader, robo-
radgivare, digitala tillgangar och oévergangen till mer automatiserade handelsplattformar). Nya teknologier, sdsom
kryptovalutor och blockchain, kan stéra finansbranschen och krava att CS satsar ytterligare resurser pa att anpassa sina
produkter och tjanster darefter. | denna mycket konkurrensutsatta miljo paverkas CS:s prestation av dess formaga att
rekrytera och behalla hdgkvalificerade anstallda.
